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1898 — 1908, The corner was found and tied by Mineral Surveys 358, 368,
637, 650A&B, and 721.

1983, Gary L. Langlitz, Registered Land Surveyor 1099, found the SW and
NW BT's and set at record bearing and distance, a 2 1/2" by 30"
galvanized pipe, with brass cap, 24" in the ground with a mound of dirt
and stone to cap (Grant Co. Map of Survey No. 828), from which:

12" Lodgepole Pine stump & snag, N 10° W, 17.2 feet, with scribing visible.
30" rotted Ponderosa Pine stump, S 71° W, 11.9 feet, with scribing visible.
Marked New BT's:

8" Douglas Fir, N 56° W, 105.5 feet.

10” Ponderosa Pine, N 85° E, 36.1 feet.

8" Lodgepole Pine, S 23 1/2° E, 10.4 feet.
