NARRATIVE: This survey was performed at the request of Berta
Youtie, acting in behalf of The Nature Conservancy. The purpose
of this survey was to create a new common boundary line with
their neighbors Bob and Pauline Holland, as shown hereon.

A search was made of the available records pertaining to this
survey. Doug Ferguson, PLS 848, retraced the South and East lines
of section 20, in 1980, as shown on Record Map of Survey No. 624.
Tyler Parsons, PLS 1918, subdivided section 20, in 1989, as shown
on Record Map of Survey No. 10894.

Field measurements were made to locate monuments of record on the
boundary of the SE1/4 of section 20. The SE1/4 was then
subdivided as shown hereon, and new monuments were set at the
SEA1/16 corner and at the CS1/16 corner, based on the monuments
found at the four corners of the SE1/4. New monuments were also
set along the boundary adjustment line at positions approved by
Berta Youtie and Bob Holland. I prepared legal descriptions of
both areas shown, to be used in the exchange of deeds, pertaining
to their agreement. This survey was conducted with a Wild TC1600
electronic total station instrument.
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
