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NARRATIVE: This survey was performed at the request of Mabe/
McKenna 1o delineate lots 18& 2 block 'C" John Day, and to also
delineate a tract of land lying north of said lot 1, which she has
used for many years and is claiming as hers.

A search was made of the available records pertaining to this survey.
Field measurments were made to locate existing monuments and
lines of occupancey in the area. New monuments were set in accord-
ance with the evidence found. No original monumentation was
found pertaining to the lots along bridge street, but a very definite
pattern exists along existing fencelines which is harmonious with
the old plat of John Day.
